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In the November 2017 Corrimal Coke Works Community
Newsletter, we provided an update on our application to
the Environment Protection Authority (EPA) to surrender

our EPA licence.

As the Corrimal Coke Works ceased operations in 2014, there is no requirement for the Coke Works to continue to
hold its EPA licence. After a thorough review by the EPA, supported by consultation with Wollongong City Council,
Neighbourhood Forum 4 and a letter box drop to local residents, the EPA has approved the surrender of our EPA

licence. Wollongong City Council will take over the environmental regulation of the Corrimal Coke Works property.

Included overleaf is a copy of the surrender notice received from the EPA. The letter documents the observations made
by the EPA in considering the Corrimal Coke Works application to surrender its EPA licence.

o identified limited onsite chemical contaminants (consistent with coke-making) that were contained
within the boundaries of the premises. This currently poses no threat to the local community

o found no offsite migration of contaminants in either soils, surface water or groundwater

o determined that no immediate land remediation was considered necessary at this time

F. Further assessments may be required to demonstrate the suitability of the land for the proposed future
land uses, and identify, if any remediation is required to support these uses.

G. The assessment was reviewed by an independent site auditor accredited by the EPA under the
Contaminated Land Management Act.

H. The EPA and the licensee have undertaken public consultation on this licence surrender process
including a letter box drop, stakeholder meetings and presenting at a community meeting.

a) The licensee must provide the EPA with an Annual Return in relation to compliance with the
conditions of the licence during the period beginning on the last licence anniversary date and
ending on the date that the surrender of the licence takes effect as set out in point 3 below.
